After a steamy summer and a leisure break time, itis a
pleasure to come back for a new school year with the
youth and for our regilar church schedule as a
congregation. First of all, it is encouraging that the
financial status of the GLC has been in good position.
Please see below for the summary report of our Income
Statement to July 31, 2009. As you can see, we have a
surplus upto date. However, a few notes need to be
aware off as well.

Offering:

While the offering total to date is $4,373 above budget,
that was mainly due to a larger than expected offering
in June, the monthly giving pattern closely resembles
last yearsndicating the year end total will be closer to
budgeted revenue rather than an unexpected surplus.

Rental Income:

Due to one of the renters reducing their rental

capacity, the anticipated annual income from them

will be $4,365, rather than budgeted $7,200, so we
would see more variance on budgeted rental income
towards the end of the year.

Personnel Expenses:

There are a couple of c at

compensations that will be less than the budgeted
amount because at the time of preparing the budget,
actual salary and housing allowance was not known
yet. The budget will not be amended until next years
budgeting time though.

I n summary, our churchos
good shape at this point, but we might need to be more
active in terms of generating more revenue from rental
income side in order to stay in balance at the end of
this year. That 6 s it for now.
